Pattan’s Pumpkin £8.99 [4y+]  A beautifully illustrated picture book based on a South 

Indian folktale about generosity and community. Pattan has an amazing pumpkin… it 

grows BIGGER than the goats, BIGGER than the elephants, until it is as TALL as the 

mountains. But can Pattan’s pumpkin save his family and all the animals when the storm-

clouds burst and the waters rise?    

The Nikhil and Jay stories £8.99 [5-7y] Early readers, perfect for children moving on from 

picture books to longer stories with chapters, helped by Soofiya's lively and characterful 

illustrations.  This popular series (now on CBeebies) follows two brothers’ adventures 

between cultures and family life.  Each book has four short stories, perfect for independent 

reading, or reading at bedtime.
